Expanding the fleet
CMA adds two Dash 8-400s
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CMA BRIEFS

Recently released renderings show what BC Ferries hopes to put 
in place to replace ferries set to start retiring in 2029.

The corporation has released two conceptual images and issued a 
request for supplier qualification (RFSQ) that closed March 22. The 
RFSQ will prequalify shipyards for a subsequent request for a proposal 
process to design, build and deliver up to seven vessels to replace 
older ferries set for retirement between 2029 and 2032. Qualified 
local, national and international shipyards can then take part in the 
request for proposal process expected this summer.

The vessels would replace up to six existing boats nearing their 
end-of-life and serve the busiest routes between Vancouver Island and 
Metro Vancouver.

“The new major vessels program is the largest part of our capital 
plan to modernize and transform the ferry experience in British 
Columbia,” said president and CEO Nicolas Jimenez in a news release.

“These vessels—greener, more efficient and standardized—repre-
sent the future of ferry travel in our province. They will significantly 
increase daily capacity, provide an enhanced customer experience, 
improve reliability and reduce environmental impacts.”

The vessels would carry up to 360 standard-sized vehicles and 2,100 
people, compared to the current ferries’ capacity of 250 to 310 vehi-
cles and 1,200 to 1,500 people. The new boats would be standardized 
with others in the fleet to allow flexibility moving them between 
routes when maintenance or refits are required.

The basic design for these vessels is being developed in collabora-
tion with a leading naval architect firm, LMG Marin,  to maximize 
efficiency and reduce greenhouse gas emissions. The design calls 
for engines capable of using bio- and renewable fuels and includes a 
battery-hybrid propulsion system that will allow for conversion to full 
battery-electric operation, once shore-based recharging infrastructure 
becomes available.

As someone who has experienced firsthand the loss of identity, 
culture and traditions that being removed from her family caused, 
Isadore offers activities and services like a medicine walk with an Elder, 
traditional dancing, a tipi demonstration, tarot card readings, massages, 
hand games, healing through painting and more.

Anyone is welcome at Kokum’s Outreach for a day, a weekend or a 
one-week camping and healing experience. Day or overnight stays are 
available from May to mid-September.

Join Cree Knowledge Keeper Matricia Brown for Warrior Women’s Wa-
pakwanis Plant Walk, Make & Take, for a fascinating journey of discovery 
through the variety of plant medicines found in Jasper National Park. 

This informative exploration of the food and medicines combines the 
enchanting with the practical during an educational, immersive experi-
ence.

Starting at the Jasper Museum, the 1.5-hour experience starts with an 
hour of plant exploration, and a half-hour of hands-on medicine mak-
ing, including salves, lotions, hydrosols, soaps, mineral salts and plant 
processes, allowing participants to leave with knowledge and products 
they’ve created themselves.

“Our Fireside Chats are our most popular experience—we try to coordi-
nate them around events like Canada Day, National Indigenous Peoples Day 
or Canada’s Parks Day,” Brown says. “The more people ask questions and be 
open, the more they learn about the language, culture and reconciliation.”

Workshops teach how to make rattles and moccasins, as well as tinc-
tures and tonics that can be incorporated into mocktails or cooking.

“Last weekend we held a story session at a Pride event, and we had 
extra drums, so a bunch of kids took part,” Brown says. “We played Row 
Your Boat, and it was really a lot of fun!”

3 	ROCKY MOUNTAIN HOUSE  
	 NATIONAL HISTORIC SITE: TAKE A TRIP BACK IN 		
	 TIME TO EXPERIENCE THE FUR TRADE

About an hour west of Red Deer on Highway 11 W is Rocky Mountain 
House National Historic Site. Sitting at the confluence of the Clearwater 
and North Saskatchewan rivers, historically this area was essential to the 
survival of both fur traders and Indigenous peoples.

Situated in a diverse landscape of parklands, mountains and prairies, 
the trading post operated for 76 years, drawing on the resources and 
culture of eight different First Nations.

There are a variety of ways to camp at 
Rocky Mountain House Historic Site.

One of many Indigenous experiences at the historic site is Métis 
miyotôtâkewin—a Métis welcome—a two-hour immersive cultural 
experience, where you’ll learn about fur trapping and finger weaving, 
and taste traditional Métis foods. You’ll also have fun learning how to 
jig with Métis dancers, and hear from an Elder about Métis language, 
culture and traditions.

Families can also immerse themselves in interpretive experiences 
like a blacksmith station, Métis camp, kids’ activity books, play fort and 
visitor centre. Sites of interest include Bison Lookout, where you’ll see a 
herd of plains bison, interpretive story stations along the Chimney and 
the David Thompson trails, a war memorial honouring those from the 
region who served in various wars, and the archaeological remains of 
four fur trade forts.

Available camping includes heritage camping, where you’ll experience 
the lifestyle of the fur trade while camping in a tipi, Métis trapper tent 
or trapline cabin; front-country camping with unserviced trailer sites 
and a picnic shelter; and equipped camping, which lets visitors with no 
gear experience the area by supplying a fully equipped camping kit, a 
six-person tent (set up), sleeping pads, sleeping bags and a camping 
orientation session.

Tourism takes on a new 
meaning when you dance 

with the devils of time.

Haunted Gold Rush, which first aired last 
September, is a two-part documentary that 
follows the three paranormal investigators 
from the TV series Beyond the Haunting In-
vestigations—Corine Carey, Leanne Sallen-
back and Kelly Ireland—as they explore the 
dark history of British Columbia’s Cariboo 
Gold Rush Trail.

Using their psychic senses, the three uncover 
a plethora of hidden mysteries in various loca-
tions of interest, including the Fraser Canyon, 
Yale, Hat Creek and Barkerville.

“The whole trail is peppered with haunted 
locations,” Sallenback says. “But Barkerville 
was the town that stood out to us the most. As 
you walk through the town, it is evident that 
every part of it is haunted.”

Sallenback describes a unique moment she 
experienced in the underbelly of a building 
in Barkerville, where she “felt a multitude of 
presences there.”

To this day, the 650-kilometre trail remains 
riddled with paranormal activity and ghostly 
sightings. Ireland, who has a degree in geog-
raphy and history, says the show “challenges 
written history” and aims to remind us that 
the past is not dead.

“Energetically, history is circling all around 
us. We are seeing if we can tap into the meta-

physical realm and see what was left behind,” 
says Carey, who as a history teacher, finds it 
interesting to see her home province’s true 
history. “We tell our own BC history through a 
new paranormal lens.”

The paranormal phenomenon is also breath-
ing new life into tourism. 

“We are a part of something that is only 
growing. You will see many more people fol-
lowing our journey,” Carey says.

In combining history with the supernatu-
ral, Haunted Gold Rush showcases the BC 
tourism community in a unique and wonderful 
light—so much so that Beyond the Haunting 
Investigations won the Innovation Award as 
part of the 2023 BC Tourism and Hospitality 
Conference last year.

For all three BC-born paranormal investiga-
tors, who feel intrinsically and energetically 
tied to the West Coast, being recognized by 
the BC tourism sector was “a humbling, full-
circle moment.”

“If we can help spark paranormal tourism, 
it’s just the beginning in the West Coast and 
the Pacific Northwest,” Sallenback says. “The 
West Coast is this wild, untamed place. There 
is so much space and room to explore regions 
where nobody is, but you know history exists. 
To get into the most remote and desolate 
places is the most exciting for me.”

Nature is very psychic, Ireland says: “When 
we would go on road trips together, we would 
feel the energy driving past places along the 
West Coast. Starting this preternatural trip on 
local soil was very special.”

Ireland, now living further north, sees new 
places that “ignite such a deep level of curios-
ity.”

In essence, travel is all about exploration 
into the new and unknown. The Beyond the 
Haunting Investigations team exhibits the 
quintessential idea of travel: surrendering to 
the raw experiences of discovery. As these 
three women continue to frontier into new 
worlds, the trio say they are intrigued to inves-
tigate other locations along the West Coast, 
like Alaska, Yukon and the islands surrounding 
Washington State.

“There are still tons of supernatural legends 
we are yet to hear of. For now, it is an adven-
ture to get out there, hit the open road, and 
see what we find,” Carey says.

Greater Vancouver Zoo  
welcomes red panda in  

ongoing conservation efforts

These twins stuck around a little longer, but they have since moved on, 
according to the zoo’s animal care manager Brian Sheehan, who added 
that he’s excited to see them taking on the next chapters in their lives.

“Our red panda cubs have reached the age of maturity—they’re now 
ready to move on to finding a partner and continuing on their important 
conservation journey,” he said.

Maple moved to the Zoo de Granby in Quebec, while Mei Mei is set-
tling into her new home at the Assiniboine Park Zoo in Winnipeg, where 
her father came from.

Then there were two.

The red panda population at the Greater Vancouver Zoo in Aldergrove 
has been fluctuating in recent years, with the most recent addition be-
ing a new mate called Paprika for the panda Arun.

It took several years for the Greater Vancouver Zoo to initially qualify 
for participation in the Association of Zoos and Aquariums’ species 
survival program for red pandas.

Arun and his brother, Rakesh, were first to arrive. They came in 2015 
from Assiniboine Park Zoo in Winnipeg to live at the zoo in Aldergrove. 
Rakesh died a short time later from a lung infection, which the zoo said 
he likely contracted before arriving in BC.

That left only Arun, who was at the time just over a year old.

He flew solo for several years at the Aldergrove conservation facility, 
until he was introduced to his first mate, Sakura, in March 2021. Born 
on Canada Day 2013 at the Zoo de Granby in Quebec, Sakura joined the 
Greater Vancouver Zoo after six years at the Calgary Zoo.

Red pandas usually breed from January through March, when the 
days start to get longer. Babies are born in the late spring. Arun and 
Sakura missed that window their first year together, but on June 14, 
2022, Sakura gave birth to a pair of red panda cubs—one male and one 
female.

Maple and Mei Mei, as they were later named, were credited as being 
the first red pandas born in captivity in BC.

The cubs were expected to stay at the Aldergrove zoo for at least a 
year—the amount of time they stay with their mothers in the wild.

“I’ve had the opportunity over my career to spend time and inter-
act with many amazing animals. But probably the most important 
and most critical species I’ve been able to work with have been the 
red pandas here at the zoo,” Sheehan said.

With Paprika’s arrival this month, it left many local animal lov-
ers looking for details on Arun’s previous mate and offspring, who 
departed quietly near the end of last year. Sakura has since been 
moved to the Toronto Zoo.

Sharing sentiments from the entire crew at the zoo, Sheehan said: 
“Maple and Mei Mei, we’re going to miss you and we’re very proud 
of you, and we look forward to hearing all those amazing stories 
from your new homes.”

In the meantime, following the introduction of Arun and Paprika 
earlier this month, zookeepers are now hopeful to see some more 
babies frolicking in the enclosure later this spring.

Of note, this endangered red panda is not closely related to the 
giant panda. In fact, it is not even a panda at all.
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Where does the name of the city 
come from? 

The city was named after Prince George Edward Alexander Edmund, 
who was King George VI’s youngest brother, the future Duke of Kent, 
and uncle to Queen Elizabeth II.

What is the city best known for? 
Prince George is known as the “Basecamp to the North,” the starting 

point for visitors’ northern adventures. With an abundance of outdoor 
activities like camping, fishing and hiking, it also has strong urban offer-
ings, such as an innovative craft beer scene, a selection of good restau-
rants, indoor activities and live events.
